From the 1,000-pound Bull Bison to the tiniest baby
Box Turtle, all of the more than 200 animals at Turtle
Back Zoo get hungry every day. Their basic dietary
needs are provided for by a yearly budget administered
by the Essex County Department of Parks, Recreation
and Cultural Affairs of the County of Essex. However,
they still need your support to address special dietary
items and care.

Every year we use almost 100 tons of food to feed our
animals. Our shopping list includes:
N 8,000 pounds of meat for the wolves and cats

M 17,000 pounds of grain and seed for the
waterfowl and other birds

M 6,400 pounds of meat for owls, eagles,
falcons, and other birds of prey

N 170,000 pounds of hay
N 45,000 pounds of grain for hooved animals

M 46,000 pounds of fresh fruit and vegetables

B 60 dozen eggs
N 11,000 pounds of fish
